DEPARTMENTS – CITY ATTORNEY

LIQUOR LICENSE AVAILABILITY & REQUEST TO PLACE ON NOVEMBER BALLOT – The Economic Development Authority asked Asst. City Attorney Morris to check on the availability of liquor licenses in case a business looking to locate in the Business Park would want such a license.   In his February 15 letter, Mr. Morris states that the City is entitled to issue three more liquor licenses.  However, a license for sale of intoxicating liquor on Sunday could not be issued without authorization from the voters.

Motion J. Kelly, second DeRosier to place the question of whether or not the City shall issue licenses for the sale of intoxicating liquor on Sunday on the November 2006 ballot.

Mayor Kind suggested this should be restricted to establishments that served food.  Attorney Johnson said if the voters approved this in November, the specific regulations could then be spelled out in the ordinance that would need to be adopted.

OLD BUSINESS

JOINT POWERS, MUTUAL AID AND SERVICE AGREEMENTS 

FIRE PROTECTION CONTRACTS – Member J. Kelly pointed out that the City’s agreement to provide fire protection services to Silver Creek had expired April 1.  By Statute, Silver Bay could not provide fire protection services without a contract.  He suggested the City could extend the existing contract for a short period until a new contract had been negotiated.  

Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to extend the existing fire protection contract with Silver Creek for a period of two months until June 1.  THE MOTION CARRIED

FIRE PROTECTION FORMULA – Member J. Kelly explained how the formula worked to determine costs for providing fire protection services to surrounding townships.  Currently the contracts with UT1 and Silver Creek fall in line with the formula but the township of Beaver Bay has been paying an amount of $8,000 which is far below the approximately $23,000 they would pay according to the formula.  Member J. Kelly said Council representatives had met with Beaver Bay Township last year and explained the amount they paid would have to be adjusted.  Member J. Kelly added that the township could levy for this increase.  He added he felt the City was entitled to receive just compensation for the services it provided and the same formula should be used for all townships in order to be fair to everybody.  

Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelly to adopt the National Fire Association Formula as the calculating  method in for all fire protection contracts the City enters into.  THE MOTION CARRIED
MARY MACDONALD REQUESTS/CONCERNS from two tenants, the Dilly Dally Shop and Buckley Tech.  Mr. Smith said he has asked the police to walk through the building on occasion and is working on signage with the street superintendent.  Council discussed the suggestion to have a building manager, possibly an existing tenant.   This will be discussed at the May 1 Council meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITY REPORT – Council had copies of the activity reports for the first 3 months of the year.  Member J. Kelly suggested establishing a task force to assess coverage needs and costs and possible alternatives for police protection.  Council will consider this at the next meeting. 

MARY MACDONALD BUILDING ASSESSMENT – Council will consider establishment of a committee to handle issues at Mary MacDonald – NEXT AGENDA

REQUEST TO DECLARE SURPLUS PROPERTY – Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley to declare three miles of telemetry line as surplus property and to dispose of said property according to the City’s policy.  THE MOTION CARRIED
Motion Gustafson, second J. Kelly to approve payment of $19,195.95 unpaid claims and $126,295.17 paid claims as presented.  THE MOTION CARRIED
Motion J. Kelly, second DeRosier to adjourn at 8:28 p.m.  THE MOTION CARRIED
