Resolution 2015-08 – The Council reviewed the timeline for the water emergency backup and communications project, and it was noted that an extension to the end of 2015 for the IRRRB grant is needed to complete this project.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to adopt Resolution 2015-08 authorizing to extend the grant agreement date with the State of Minnesota through the Iron Range Resources Office of the Commissioner for the $150,000 Public Works Grant for the public utilities upgrade project, water emergency backup, and communications project.

RESOLUTION 2015-08  WAS ADOPTED.      5 aye, 0 nay
Mary MacDonald Electric Panel Improvement – The Council reviewed a proposal from Agate Electric to replace the electrical panel at the Mary MacDonald Center, and it was noted that this item is not in the 2015 budget.  It was also noted that old fuses and busways are defective, thus causing safety and liability issues.  The Administrator  approved for the new panel to be ordered, after consulting with the Mayor.  It was noted that only one quote was received, and the Council reviewed the quote and bid requirements and procedures.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve a proposal from Agate Electric, for $9,850, to replace the electrical panel at the Mary MacDonald Center.  MOTION CARRIED.
City Attorney – No other business was presented by the attorney.
OLD BUSINESS – No other old business was presented.
NEW BUSINESS 
Library Board Position – The Council reviewed the resignation from Judy Smith from the Library Board, due to her moving out of the City, and further reviewed an application from Carol Youngberg for this board, and noted that the Library Board recommends the appointment of Youngberg.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to accept the resignation of Judy Smith from the Library Board.  MOTION CARRIED.  The Council thanked Smith for her service to the City.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to appoint Carol Youngberg to the Library Board.  MOTION CARRIED.

Special Meeting – There was discussion about the role of Councilors who serve on both the Council and the Fire Department.  There was a consensus to have administrator  submit a memo, instead of calling a special meeting, where discussion can take place at a future regular meeting, if needed.
2014 Audit – There was discussion that the cost of the audit will be higher than budgeted by $2,500 because of changes regarding GASB 67 and GASB 68 and how those compliance requirements for the Fire Relief Association affects the City audit.
Advertisement for Bid – The Council reviewed the water dept. emergency projects, including replacing the high pressure water line under Highway 61.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to advertise for a bid opening for replacement of the high pressure water line under Highway 61, to be held at 1:00 p.m. on February 19.  MOTION CARRIED.
Claims – Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve payment of $101,441.00 paid claims for 2014, $163,147.58 paid claims for 2015 and $51,115.25 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
