Petitions, Requests and Communications 

ARDC Climate Workshop – The Council reviewed information about workshops in Lutsen on March 15, and Two Harbors on March 16, regarding how climate change may affect the North Shore.  Perfetto will attend the March 16 meeting.
RAMS Meeting – The Council reviewed an invitation to attend the RAMS Recharge the Range summit on February 29 in Chisholm.  Perfetto and Fralich will attend.
Lake County Open Book Meeting – The County Assessor’s Office will hold an open book meeting on April 14 at the Mary MacDonald Center, where residents can discuss their property valuations.

Lake County Committee of the Whole Meeting – It was noted that the County Commissioners will hold a Committee of the Whole meeting at City Hall on April 19 at 
6:00 p.m.  It will be posted that a quorum of the Council will attend.
Wastewater Dept. Award – The MPCA has awarded the City a 2015 Wastewater Treatment Facility Operational Award.  The Council congratulated the Public Utilities Superintendent and employees on this award and their management of the wastewater treatment plant.

Resolution 2016-15, Airport Maintenance Grant – It was noted that the grant amount has increased to $19,782.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve Resolution 2016-15, authorizing to execute a Minnesota Department of Transportation Grant Agreement for Airport Maintenance and Operation.

Dollar General Permits – It was noted that City has approved a purchase agreement for Lot 6, Block 2 in the Eco-Park, for the construction of a Dollar General Store.  DGI-Silver Bay has submitted a land use, conditional use and variance applications for this development.  As the current land owner, the Council must give their approval for submission of these applications.  It was noted that these permit applications will go to the Planning and Zoning for public hearings and recommendations on March 9, and there was discussion about variance requirements.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve for DGI-Silver Bay LLC, to submit applications for a land use permit, a conditional use permit and a variance for Lot 6, Block 2 in the Eco-Park.  MOTION CARRIED.

Purchase Agreement, Mariner Farms – The Council reviewed a purchase agreement with Mariner Farms for Greenhouse #1 for the appraised value of $400,000.  It was noted that the State must give their approval of this agreement, because of funding for the construction of this greenhouse.  The Council also noted receiving a finance commitment letter from the Buyer.  The EDA and the Eco-Park Advisory Board recommends approval of this agreement as the facility will be placed on the tax rolls, create jobs, diversify the economy, and be better utilized in the private sector.  The Planning and Zoning Commission finds the sale of this City asset in compliance with the City Comprehensive Plan.  There was discussion about the amount of earnest money in the agreement, zoning in the Eco-Park, and tax assessment.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve a purchase agreement between the City and Mariner Farms, LLC for Lot 1 Block 4 in the Eco-Park, pending approval of the State of Minnesota.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Resolution 2016-16, Flood Relief and Management Contract – The Council reviewed this contract, which is part of the Beaver River restoration project.  There was discussion about the inspections after major rain events, the responsibility of the City for future operations and maintenance for minimum ten years, and it was noted that the Lake County SWCD is willing to assist as needed. Motion by Hoff, second Perfetto to approve Resolution 2016-16, a flood relief assistance contract with the Lake County Soil and Water Conservation District for technical and administrative assistance in carrying out the project development and management services of the East Beaver River flood relief project.
