Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Agenda –  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the agenda as presented.  MOTION CARRIED.
Consent Agenda – Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to approve the minutes of the February 16 regular Council meeting.  MOTION CARRIED.
Petitions, Requests and Communications 

E-Mail from Kevin Berglund – The Council reviewed an e-mail opposing sales of products from Bent Paddle, a Duluth Brewery, because this and other businesses are involved in the Downstream Business Coalition that oppose copper nickel mining.  The Liquor Control Commission recommended for individual customers to determine their support for the product, that future product purchases or removal will be based upon sales consistent with how other products are sold or removed from the store, that the City should base their decision on economic reasoning not political reasoning.  Perfetto and Goutermont reviewed the discussion from the Liquor commission meeting.  Byrnes reported on sales of these products.  There was discussion on the potential for negative economic impact due to mining supporters not supporting the establishment. It was noted that there are other suppliers and other businesses that deal with the City that are also a part of this coalition.  Motion Hoff, second DeRosier, to suspend sales of Bent Paddle products at the Municipal Liquor Store.  Hoff, Goutermont and DeRosier voted aye, Perfetto and Mayor Johnson voted nay.  MOTION CARRIED.

Lake Connections Proposal – The Council reviewed a proposal for fiber optics lines, new phone and internet services to all City buildings.  It was noted that the proposal brings more phone and internet services and options than is currently available, and is above the budgeted amount.  Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to approve to move forward with the proposal from Lake Connections for four years, for phone and internet services for all City buildings and to draft a contract for final approval.  MOTION CARRIED.

Advertisement for Bids – The Council reviewed a notice for bidders for the purchase of a 2,000 gallon pumper-tender, for the Fire Dept. It was noted that the bid opening would be at 1:00 on March 29.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to move forward with a notice for bidders for the purchase of a 2,000 gallon pumper-tender.  MOTION CARRIED.    

Duluth Boat Show – The Parks and Recreation Board recommended sending the Marina Manager to this boat show on February 17-21, which he has attended.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to retroactively approve for the Marina Manager to attend the boat show in Duluth on February 17-21.  MOTION CARRIED.

Wastewater Training – The Public Utilities Commission recommends approval of this training.   Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve for Jason Roswold to attend the MPCA Conference on March 23-25 in Brooklyn Park for $300, plus hotel stay of $463.16 plus regular meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Seasonal and Part Time Employment – The Council reviewed the list of seasonal and part time positions and the confidential screening and consent form.  There was discussion about background checks with employees that work with children, parental authorization for employees under 18, whether or not these background checks are needed in a small town where personal relationships exist, and whether they are needed for employees under 18.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to perform background checks on all summer employees.  Hoff, Goutermont and DeRosier voted aye, Perfetto and Mayor Johnson voted nay.  MOTION CARRIED.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve the list of seasonal and part time employment positions and to advertise for these positions.  MOTION CARRIED.

Engineering Services, Mary MacDonald Roof Repair – The Mary MacDonald Building Committee is recommending approval of engineering services for a portion of the roof to be replaced.  The Council reviewed two estimates for these services.  There was discussion about the condition of the roof, the cost of these repairs, the Mary MacDonald budget, and other possible changes to the roofing and engineering plan.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve the proposal from CR-BPS Engineering for professional engineering services of the Mary MacDonald roof.  MOTION CARRIED.

City Attorney – No other business was presented by the attorney.

OLD BUSINESS – No old business was presented.

Liquor Control Commission Application – The Council reviewed an application from Casey Curtis to serve on the Liquor Control Commission.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to appoint Casey Curtis, of 12 Nelson Drive, to the Liquor Control Commission.  MOTION CARRIED.  

There was discussion about the success of the first community meal that was put on by the local churches.
Claims – Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve payment of $134,894.86 paid claims, and $63,573.63 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
