Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.
Agenda –  Resolution 2015-16 was added to administrator.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consent Agenda – Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve the minutes of the March 2, 2015 regular Council meeting, the March 9, 2015 special Council meeting, and the December 2014 Year End Treasurer’s Report.  MOTION CARRIED.
2014 Audit –  Bosl presented the 2014 year-end audit of financial statement and communications letter prepared by KDV. The City received a clear and unqualified opinion from an independent auditor, which is the highest rating it can achieve.  The Council reviewed the audit and thanked the administrative staff and department heads for their work on the audit and budget.

Petitions, Requests and Communications – The Council reviewed information about the League of Minnesota Cities annual conference in Duluth on June 24-26.

MIAMA Conference – The Parks and Recreation Board recommends sending Don Thompson to this conference.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve for Don Thompson to attend the MIAMA Spring Workshop in St. Cloud on May 12 for $20, hotel stay of $83 plus tax and regular meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED.
Bay Days Parade – The Council reviewed an application to participate in the Bay Days parade on July 12, and Hoff will be the contact person for this event.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve for the City to participate in the Bay Days parade on July 12, 2015, and to approve for $150 to be used for candy for this event.  MOTION CARRIED
Parks and Recreation Board Appointment – The Parks and Recreation Board recommends appointment of Mark LeBlanc, and it was noted that the Lake Superior School Board has appointed LeBlanc to represent the school on this board.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to appoint Mark LeBlanc as the Lake Superior School District representative to the Parks and Recreation Board.  MOTION CARRIED.

Police Ballistic Vest Policy – The Safety committee recommends approval of this policy.   The Police Chief recommends changing the policy to only include full time officers, and there was discussion about providing vests for all officers, and the costs for implementing this policy.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the police ballistic vest policy as recommended by the Safety Committee.  MOTION CARRIED.

Police Weapons Policy Addendum – The Council reviewed the current weapons policy, and addendum 42.1.1 recommended by the Safety Committee, regarding duty weapons and holsters.  Perfetto stated that she feels that all safety equipment should be provided by the City instead of the current policy for each officer to provide their own duty weapons and holsters that are then approved by the Police Chief.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve addendum 42.1.1 to the Police weapons policy.  Hoff, Goutermont and Johnson voted aye, Perfetto voted nay.  MOTION CARRIED.  
AWAIR Training – Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve a contract with Advanced Minnesota to conduct the annual AWAIR safety training on April 7, for $867.50.  MOTION CARRIED.  The MN Veterans Home, Lake County and the City of Beaver Bay will be contacted about participation by their employees, and sharing the cost of this training.
Resolution 2015-16 –  There was discussion about IRRRB funding for the Black Beach Public Park project, and the timeline of grant funding and work being done on this project.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve Resolution 2015-16, making application to and accept funds from the IRRRB grant program for the Black Beach Public Park area.

NEW BUSINESS 

Sulfate Resolution – The Council reviewed a sample resolution from RAMS regarding wastewater discharges as it relates to MPCA regulations regarding wild rice quality standards, and there was discussion as to whether or not this issue would affect the City.  Motion by Perfetto to adopt Resolution 2015-17, supporting the public process to designate waters subject to the MPCA water wild rice quality standard.  MOTION FAILED FOR LACK OF A SECOND.    
Superior National Forest Scenic Byway – The Council reviewed information from the Byway Council regarding their corridor management plan, and their planning process.   It was noted that the Planning and Zoning Commission has reviewed this information and has no recommendations.  There was discussion about signage issues.  It was noted that Perfetto is the City representative on this board, and will continue to bring any relevant issues to the Council.   
Claims – There was discussion about one item on the unpaid claims list, and it was noted that this item is in the 2015 budget.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve payment of $74,186.96 paid claims and $97,934.10 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
