Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Agenda –  Resolution 2016-20 was removed from new business and Resolution 2016-21 was added to old business.   Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consent Agenda – Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the minutes of the 

March 21 regular Council meeting.  MOTION CARRIED.

Petitions, Requests and Communications 

Day at the Capitol – The Council reviewed this March 22-24 event and the issues that were brought before the legislators, including mining impact, mercury removal, and primarily the campground project.  Discussion included the positive interaction by the Legislators and appreciation for Senator Bakk and Representative Ecklund for their sponsorship of bills for the campground projects.
IRRRB Meeting – It was noted that the IRRRB will hold a ‘Cool and Creative’ meeting on April 7 in Chisholm and that lettuce from Victus Farms will be a featured locally grown food for the luncheon.

Temporary Liquor License – The Council reviewed a request from the Liquor Store Manager for a temporary license for a special event in the Store parking lot for April 30.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve a temporary liquor license to the Silver Bay Municipal Liquor Store for the Store parking lot on April 30.  MOTION CARRIED.

Fireworks Contract Extension – The Council reviewed a contract extension with J&M Displays to provide the July 4 fireworks and it was noted that there were no changes to the contract.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to approve a 3-year contract extension with J&M Displays Inc. to provide fireworks for the City’s July 4 fireworks display.

Resolution 2016-17 – It was noted that the Council has awarded CR-BPS the bid for engineering services for the Mary MacDonald roofing project.   Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve Resolution 2016-17, executing a contract with CR-Building Performance Specialists Inc. for engineering services for the Mary MacDonald roofing project in an amount of $13,630.

Resolution 2016-18 – The Council reviewed a bid for a 2,000-gallon Fire Pumper truck. It was noted that, per policy, this issue must be discussed at least one meeting prior to taking action and approved by a unanimous vote.  There was discussion about the timeline of this project.  This issue was tabled.

Fire Relief Association Actuarial Study – The Council reviewed an invoice for $1,000 for the Fire Relief Association actuarial study.  It was noted that this study is part of the GASB 67 requirements, and that without this study, the City audit would be negatively impacted, and would not be able to meet the GABS 68 requirements.  It was noted that, per policy, this issue must be discussed at a meeting prior to Council taking action and must be approved by a unanimous vote. There was discussion about the timeline of this issue.  This issue was tabled.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to hold a special meeting on April 11, 2016 at 1:00 p.m. for the purpose of reviewing and taking action on Resolution 2016-18 and Fire Relief Association Actuarial Study.  MOTION CARRIED.

MIAMA Workshop – The Parks and Recreation Board recommends sending Don Thompson to this workshop.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve for Don Thompson to attend the MIAMA Spring Workshop in Woodbury for $20, $89 + tax hotel stay, and regular meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED.
Day at the Capitol Meal Reimbursement – Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve an expense of $99 for the Wednesday, March 23 breakfast at the Day at the Capitol event in St. Paul.  MOTION CARRIED.

Golf Course Improvements – The Council reviewed the budget and work being done to improve the golf course and building.  It was noted that the City budgeted $5,000 for this project, that Lake County and Northshore Mining have each contributed $5,000, and that 499 volunteer hours have been contributed to this project.  It was noted that an additional $2,400.00 is needed to complete this project, which is not in the budget.  The Council thanked the volunteers who have worked on this project.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve move forward with the golf course improvement project.
