Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Agenda –  Black Beach fencing was removed from Parks and Recreation.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consent Agenda – Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve the minutes of the March 16, 2015 regular Council meeting.  MOTION CARRIED.
Petitions, Requests and Communications 
Meeting with Representative Erin Murphy – The Mayor, Administrator and Councilor Perfetto reported on a meeting with State representative Erin Murphy during her recent visit to discuss issues related to the City, including taconite tax and bonding requests, and they toured the Mary MacDonald Center and Black Beach.

RAMS Chair – It was noted that Councilor Perfetto has been elected as the chair of the Range Association of Municipalities and Schools.  The Council thanked Perfetto for her work on this board.

OSHA Inspection – There was an OSHA enforcement inspection on March 19, and City did very well, with only one violation for a pump that did not have a guard on it.  It was noted that this pump did not come with a guard, and that regulations have changed since purchasing the pump, that now require a guard.  It was further noted that since March 19, a guard has been purchased and installed.   Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to not dispute the OSHA violation of March 19, and pay the $420 fine.  MOTION CARRIED.

Parks and Recreation Department

2015-2019 Parks and Recreation Plan – Guzzo presented the five-year plan that has been approved by the Parks and Recreation Board.  The Council thanked the board members and department staff for their work on this plan.  Motion by Hoff, second DeRosier to approve the 2015-2019 Parks and Recreation Plan.  MOTION CARRIED.
NEW BUSINESS 

Bay Days Request – Meeks presented a request from the Bay Days Committee to close a portion of Shopping Center Drive during Bay Days on July 10-12, in conjunction with the closing of part of the shopping center parking lot.  The Council reviewed a petition for this request, signed by the businesses in the shopping center, the City Street Supt, and the Police Chief.  There was discussion about parking and pedestrian safety issues, and keeping the area open around the fire and rescue hall.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve for a portion of Shopping Center Drive to be closed during Bay Days on July 10-12, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED

On-Sale Non-Intoxicating Malt Liquor License Application – The Council reviewed an application from Northwood’s Family Grille for an on-sale non-intoxicating malt liquor license.  Motion by DeRosier, second Perfetto to approve the application for On-Sale Non-Intoxicating Malt Liquor License from Northwoods Family Grille, at 6 Shopping Center Drive.  MOTION CARRIED.
Resolution 2015-17 – It was noted that the Council approved a conditional use permit for Mariner Farms on October 6, 2014, and that Lake County requires a signed resolution for the recording of such a permit.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve Resolution 2015-17, authorizing a conditional use permit to Mariner Farms Inc., retroactive to October 6, 2014.

Safety Boots – It was noted that the safety boot policy states that the City will annually reimburse $150 to each employee who needs steel toe safety boots.  Julie’s True Value now sells the required safety boots, and an employee recently inquired if this item could be charged at the store, instead of an employee reimbursement.  It was noted that the auditors had no issues with this change, and that all expenses are tracked and accounted for.  There was discussion about limiting charges to businesses that the City has an account with, that are within the City limits.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to allow City employees to charge up to $150 annually for required safety boots, to businesses within the City limits, where the City has an account.  MOTION CARRIED. 

City Attorney – No other business was presented by the attorney.
OLD BUSINESS 
LMC Conference – The Council reviewed information about the League of Minnesota Cities annual conference in Duluth on June 24-26.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve for Councilor Perfetto and the City Administrator to attend the League of Minnesota Cities conference in Duluth on June 24-26 for $325 plus regular meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED.  There was discussion about whether or not the Mayor or other Councilors would be able to attend, and this issue was tabled to the next meeting.

Exchange Days – Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to hold City Exchange Days on May 16 and June 27, 2015.  Hoff, Johnson, Goutermont and DeRosier voted aye, Perfetto voted nay.  MOTION CARRIED.
Claims – Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to approve payment of $108,253.37 paid claims and $196,740.54 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
