Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Agenda –  Motion by DeRosier, second Perfetto to approve the agenda as presented.  MOTION CARRIED.
Mayor Johnson addressed the public in attendance regarding the recent editorial by the Lake County News Chronicle encouraging residents to attend the Council meeting was misleading, as the Council was not addressing Bent Paddle or the Fire Department on the agenda. 
Consent Agenda – Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve the minutes of the April 18 regular Council meeting, the April 25 budget planning workshop and the February 2016 treasurer’s report.  MOTION CARRIED.

Petitions, Requests and Communications 

Julie’s True Value Ribbon Cutting – Meeks invited the Council to a ribbon cutting ceremony for this business’ remodeling, on June 10 at 4:00 p.m.  The Mayor will speak on behalf of the City.  

City Administrator
Wastewater Training – The Public Utilities Commission recommends approval of this training.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve for Mike Miller to attend the wastewater land application training in St. Cloud on May 25-26 for $200, plus two night hotel stay for $89 per night plus tax, plus regular meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED.

Exchange Days – Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to hold City Exchange Days on May 21, June 25, and September 24, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED.
Surplus Items – The Parks and Recreation Director recommends these items be declared surplus property, that there would be no minimum bid, and the items would be disposed of if not sold.  Motion by Hoff, second Perfetto to declare 6 push mowers and rolls of chain link fence as surplus property.  MOTION CARRIED.

Public Utilities Rate Study – The Public Utilities Commission recommends approval of the proposal to conduct a water and sewer rate study, and it was noted that this item is in the 2016 budget.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve the proposal from Mike Miller Engineering for $3,500, for a water and sewer rate study.  MOTION CARRIED.

Resolution 2016-25 – The Council reviewed two quotes for sidewalk replacement along the north side of Banks Boulevard, the budget for this project, and a potential change order for additional sidewalk replacement between the Veteran’s Home and the Carefree Living Center.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to adopt Resolution 2016-25, awarding of contract to VanHouse Construction for the 2016 sidewalk replacement project in the amount of $34,275.44.

Visitor Center Lift Station – It was noted that the lift station at the Visitor’s Center is no longer operational, that the Public Utilities Dept. can do the labor for this project, that a new lift station would cost approximately $6,500, and that these unbudgeted funds would need to come from the General Fund.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to move forward with the replacement of the visitor center lift station, with funds not to exceed $6,500.

City Attorney
City Code – Morris and Chief Frericks reviewed a proposal regarding adding a section to the Code to address disruptive intoxication.  The Council reviewed Code Section 500 and the State Codes.  There was discussion about public misconduct enforcement.  This issue was tabled for further review.  The Chief presented information about an ATV safety class on May 20, at 9:00 a m  at the Recreation building.  

OLD BUSINESS 

Bay Days – It was noted that Bay Days will be held on July 8-10.  The Council reviewed a registration to participate in the Bay Days parade.  There was discussion about community involvement in the City float and that Councilor DeRosier will take the lead on this project.  

NEW BUSINESS  
Resignation – The Liquor Control Commission recommends approval of the resignation of Jordon Marquardt, who will be moving out of the City.  The Council thanked Marquardt for serving on this board.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to accept the resignation of Jordon Marquardt from the Liquor Control Commission, effective September 1, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED.

DeRosier thanked Owen Klinker and the rest of the Liquor Store employees for a successful bean bag tournament, and Hoff thanked the Boy Scouts for cleaning the Black Beach Park.

Claims –  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve payment of $149,455.25 paid claims, and $23,828.71 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
