Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Agenda – Bent Paddle was removed from old business, Temporary Liquor License was added to Administrator, and Resolution 2016-34 was added to old business.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.
Consent Agenda – Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the minutes of the June 6 regular Council meeting and the April 2016 Treasurer’s Report.  
MOTION CARRIED.
Petitions, Requests and Communications 

Habitat for Humanity – The Council reviewed information about the ‘Brush with Kindness’ program that uses volunteers to do exterior work on houses, and noted that Habitat for Humanity is looking for volunteers for this program in September.

City Election Filing – It was noted that there will be 2 Councilor positions and the Mayor’s position up for election this year, and that the candidacy filing period will be from August 2 through August 16, and the general Election will be on November 8.

Thank You – The Council thanked the women of Sychar Lutheran Church for a $50 donation to the Fire Dept.

Thank You – The Council reviewed a thank you note from Gary Zinter, on behalf of SBATA and the owners of the AmericInn, for the Public Works Department’s work on the SBATA billboard on Highway 61 in the Eco-Park.

City Administrator
Bay Days Committee Request – The Council reviewed a request for $5,000 from the Liquor Store funds for entertainment expenses during Bay Days, and a summary of sales during that weekend over the past 15 years.  The Liquor Control Commission recommends approval of this request.  There was discussion about the 2016 budget, City in-kind services for Bay Days, and the effect that this celebration has within the City.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve for $5,000 of Liquor Store funds to be donated to the Bay Days Committee for entertainment expenses.   Perfetto and Mayor Johnson voted nay, DeRosier, Goutermont, and Hoff voted aye.  MOTION CARRIED.   
Special Events Bartender – The Liquor Control Commission recommends hiring this individual for special events, at the rate of 80% of part-time bartenders.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to hire Kayla Lenski as a special events bartender. 
MOTION CARRIED.

Resolution 2016-32 –  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to adopt Resolution 2016-32, appointing election judges for the August 9, 2016 primary election and the November 8, 2016 general election.

Resolution 2016-33 – It was noted that the current agreement for criminal justice data communications is expiring and needs to be renewed.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to adopt Resolution 2016-33, approving a joint powers agreement with the State of Minnesota on behalf of the City Attorney and Police Department.

Minneapolis and Duluth Boat Shows – The Parks and Recreation Board recommends sending the Marina Manager to these boat shows.  It was noted that attendance at last year’s show resulted in 3 new seasonal slip holders and other shorter term slip rentals.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve for the Marina Manager to attend the Minneapolis Boat Show on January 18-22, 2017 for $1,010 and the Duluth Boat Show on February 15-19, 2017 for $740 plus hotel expenses and regular meals and mileage expenses.  MOTION CARRIED.

Temporary Liquor License – It was noted that the liquor license was changed to include July 7.  Motion by DeRosier, second Perfetto to approve a temporary on-sale liquor license for the Municipal Liquor Store on July 7-10 at the Municipal Liquor Store parking lot and the City Hall parking lot.  MOTION CARRIED.

City Attorney – No other business was presented by the attorney.

OLD BUSINESS 

Resolution 2016-34 –  The Council reviewed this agreement to install and provide internet and phone services to all City buildings, and there was discussion about some changes made to the original draft, the cost of the project, the timetable of installation, the installation process, monthly service costs, and it was noted that separate wiring installation services will need to be contracted.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to adopt Resolution 2016-34, executing an internet and voice telephone services agreement for fiber optic broadband internet and voice telephone services between Lake County DBA Lake Connections and Lake Communications and the City.  There was discussion the process of getting this agreement to this point, about the relationship between Lake Communications, Lake Connections and Lake County, about the service that will be provided by Lake Connections, and their experience, or lack of experience, on a project of this scale, what are the City’s options if the service is not reliable, and the City’s options to exit this agreement.  There was discussion about continuing with the present telephone service for a period of time, and revisiting this proposal at a future date.  Goutermont and Perfetto withdrew their motion and second.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to table this issue to the next regular meeting.  MOTION CARRIED.
Mayor Johnson left at this time due to a prior commitment, and the chair was transferred to Perfetto.

NEW BUSINESS  
ReUnion Hall Flooring – A recent roof leak has caused damage to the flooring in the main hall, leaving the flooring in need of replacement.  It was noted that the City has filed an insurance claim for the flooring replacement, and that asbestos abatement will also need to take place on removal of the current tiles.  The Council reviewed two quotes for asbestos abatement and two quotes for flooring replacement.  The Liquor Control Commission recommends moving forward with this project.  It was noted that this item is not in the 2016 budget, and there was discussion about funding it in the 2017 budget, and the timetable for this project.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to move forward with asbestos abatement and floor tile removal at the ReUnion Hall with Mavo Systems for $17,280.  MOTION CARRIED.
11 Carter Lane Abatement – It was noted that on June 22 the City will hold a public auction for the personal property left on this property, after this auction the demolition on the property can take place.  The Council reviewed a proposal from John’s Sanitary for this demolition work.  Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to accept the proposal with John’s Sanitary for demolition work at 11 Carter Lane for an amount not to exceed $13,500.  MOTION CARRIED.

City Hall Painting – The Council reviewed two quotes to paint the exterior of City Hall, and it was noted that both quotes are over the budgeted amount.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve an agreement with Beaver Valley Painting for $9,700 to paint the exterior of City Hall.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Mary MacDonald Roofing Bid Advertisement – There was discussion about this project, and what the estimated cost of this project might be.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve tthe advertise for bids for the Mary MacDonald roof replacement project.  MOTION CARRIED.

Claims –  Motion by Hoff, second DeRosier to approve payment of $74,245.05 paid claims, and $46,052.32 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.

Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to adjourn at 8:21 p.m.  MOTION CARRIED.
