Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Agenda – Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the agenda as presented.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consent Agenda – Motion by Hoff, second DeRosier to approve the minutes of the June 20th regular Council meeting.  MOTION CARRIED.

Petitions, Requests and Communications – No communications were presented.

City Administrator
Bergan KDV Audit Agreement Renewal – The Council reviewed an agreement to renew audit services with Bergan KDV, for a further 3 years and noted that there are no major changes to the agreement.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to enter into an agreement with Bergan KDV for audit services for the 2016, 2017 and 2018 fiscal years at the costs of $14,800, $15,200, and $15,700 respectively.  MOTION CARRIED.

Full Time Police Patrolman – The Personnel Committee recommends hiring Cole Ernest for the position of full time patrolman.  Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to hire Cole Ernest as a full time police patrolman, with an effective hire date upon successful completion of a background check, a psychological and a physical examination, and a starting wage of 80% of the full-time patrolman wage.  MOTION CARRIED.
City Attorney – No other business was presented by the attorney.

OLD BUSINESS 

ReUnion Hall Flooring – The Council reviewed the discussion from June 20th, including approval for removal of the old tile and asbestos abatement.  It was noted that the City has filed an insurance claim for the flooring replacement.  The Council reviewed the tile replacement bids presented at the June 20th meeting.  Based on floor usage, durability and cost, the Administrator and Public Works Supt. are recommending the bid from SwedeBro.  There was discussion about the timeline of this project.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve the bid for $23,390 from SwedeBro for new epoxy flooring in the ReUnion Hall.  MOTION CARRIED.

Resolution 2016-34 – The Council reviewed a master services agreement to install and provide internet and phone services to all City buildings, reviewed the discussion from June 20th, and noted that the attorney has reviewed this updated agreement.  The Council considered various options for phone and internet replacement and services.  There was discussion about the technology needs of the City, the budget for this project, the water and sewer automated system, what the affects would be to temporarily lose internet capabilities, and a project completion date of October 31, 2016.  It was noted that the City will have to contract separately to rewire City Hall to be compatible with this new system.  Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to adopt Resolution 2016-34, authorizing to execute an internet and voice telephone agreement for fiber optic broadband internet and a hosted pbx voice telephone services between Lake County, DBA Lake Connections and Lake Communications.

NEW BUSINESS  
Street Rehabilitation Priorities and Mapping Proposal – The Council reviewed a proposal from Mike Miller Engineering to prepare a report with the recommended priorities for street rehabilitation, including mapping of streets and City utilities, engineering options and costs for street reconstruction.  It was noted that this proposal is more than the budgeted amount, and that the Public Works Commission recommends its approval.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to move forward with a proposal from Mike Miller Engineering for $43,693, to prepare a Street Rehabilitation Priorities and Mapping Proposal.  MOTION CARRIED.  

The Council thanked the employees and the contractor who helped with the abatement on the property at 11 Carter Lane, and noted that the buildings have been demolished and the property cleaned up.   

Claims –  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve payment of $125,251.28 paid claims, and $48,154.57 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
