Agenda – Councilor’s Salary was added to Aadministrator.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consent Agenda – Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve the minutes of the July 5 regular Council meeting and the May 2016 Treasurer’s Report.  
MOTION CARRIED.

Petitions, Requests and Communications
Business Energy Retrofit Program – The Council reviewed this IRRRB grant program, administered by the AEOA, that is available to area businesses, and the information letter the City is sending to the businesses. 

RAMS Mining and Twin Metals Lease Renewal Meeting – The Council reviewed information about a RAMS meeting on July 19 in Ely, regarding the renewal of the mineral lease agreement with Twin Metals.

Thank You, Bay Days – The Council thanked the Bay Days Committee on a successful Bay Days Celebration on July 8-10.  The Council also acknowledged the work done by the City staff, and DeRosier for leading the City float in the parade.  
City Administrator
Budget Workshop Meetings – Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to hold budget workshop meetings at 4:30 p.m. at City Hall on August 1, August 15, September 6 and September 19.  MOTION CARRIED.

City Hall Fiber Optic Improvements – The Council reviewed the discussions from June 20 and July 5, and noted the improvements that would need to be made to City Hall for the new internet and phone system.  Motion by DeRosier, second Perfetto to approve a bid from Agate Electric to rewire City Hall for $6,750, and to approve a bid from Maple Island Group to make network improvements to City Hall for $1,600.  MOTION CARRIED.
MIAMA Fall Conference – The Parks and Recreation Board recommends sending Mike Guzzo to this conference.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to approve for Mike Guzzo to attend the MIAMA fall conference on September 6-9 in Breezy Point for $175, plus two nights hotel for $358.88, and normal meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED.

R&R Specialties Maintenance Seminar – The Parks and Recreation Board recommends sending Don Thompson to this seminar regarding maintenance to the new Zamboni ice resurfacer, and it was noted that the fees are being waived, due to the recent purchase of this equipment.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve for Don Thompson to attend the R&R Specialties maintenance seminar in Somerset, Wisconsin on August 3-4, for two night hotel stay for $89 per night plus tax and regular mileage and meals.

Councilor’s Salary – It was noted that any changes to the Councilor’s salary must be approved before the November election.  Motion Goutermont, second Perfetto to leave the salary of the Mayor and Councilors at the same level.  MOTION CARRIED.
