Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Agenda – Deer Bow Hunt was added to old business.  Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consent Agenda – Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve the minutes of the July 6, 2015 regular Council meeting.  MOTION CARRIED.

Petitions, Requests and Communications 
Thank You, Bay Days – The Council thanked the Bay Days Committee on a successful Bay Days Celebration on July 10-12.  The Council also acknowledged the work done by the City staff, and it was noted that the Liquor Store had increased sales over the previous year.

Thank You, Fire and Rescue – The Council reviewed a thank you sent to the Fire Dept. and Lake County Rescue Squad for their professionalism and expertise during a recent event. 
Thank You, Chief Frericks – The Council reviewed a thank you sent in regards to Police Chief Frericks for his assistance on a recent call. 

City Administrator

Airport Hangar Rental – There was discussion about the airport classification, and it was noted that all of the airport hangars are now rented for airplanes.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve an airport hangar lease agreement with Timothy Norman, retroactive to July 7, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Minnesota Lottery Renewal – The Council reviewed a renewal to continue selling lottery tickets at the Liquor Store, further reviewed the proceeds from these sales, the $20 annual renewal fee, and noted that there are no significant changes to the contract.  Motion by Hoff, second DeRosier to approve the contract renewal with the Minnesota Lottery for the Municipal Liquor Store.  MOTION CARRIED.
MNDOT Recertification Training –  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve for Jeremiah Mitchell to attend the DOT recertification training on August 19 in Eveleth, for $90, plus normal travel expenses.  MOTION CARRIED.  
MIAMA Fall Conference – The Parks and Recreation Board recommends sending Mike Guzzo to this conference.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve for Mike Guzzo to attend the MIAMA fall conference on September 8-11 in Breezy Point for $358.88, plus normal travel expenses.  MOTION CARRIED.

NESC Wellness Grant, Temporary Closing of City Offices – It was noted that the City has received a $470 grant from the Northeast Service Cooperative to be used for employee health and wellness.  It is proposed by the Administrator and Department Heads to have the employees go on a lunch cruise on the Wenonah.  This would require the closing the Library and City Offices for a two hour period.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve for a temporary closing of the Library and City Offices for a luncheon to promote employee health and wellness.  MOTION CARRIED.

Campground Invoice Adjustment –  The board reviewed preliminary plans for a campground, building and cost estimates for this project.  It was noted that CR-BPS’ cost to develop the conceptual plan is $2,346 over the original agreement, because of adding detail and making the recommended changes to the campground building.  The EDA recommends adjusting the contract by up to $1,173.  It was noted that there was a short timeframe for obtaining these drawings and estimates, due to funding requirements.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to approve an adjustment of $1,173 to the contract with CR-BPS for the campground conceptual plan.  MOTION CARRIED.
City Attorney – No other business was presented by the attorney.
OLD BUSINESS 
Deer Bow Hunt – Mayor Johnson reported on his research of this subject.  It was noted that Northshore Mining will not allow hunting on their property, that the golf association does not recommend hunting near the golf course, due to safety concerns, and there was discussion about safety concerns regarding hunting north of City residential areas.  There was a consensus not to pursue a City deer bow hunt.

NEW BUSINESS
EDA Board Membership – The Council reviewed City Code 230.06, and a memo from the League of Minnesota Cities about residency requirements for City commissions and committees.  Morris gave his opinion that City Code allows for a nonresidents to serve on City boards and commissions .The EDA recommends looking into the subject of a nonresident filling one position on the EDA.  There was discussion about the role of the boards and commissions, nonresidents being served by City services such as the Library and Parks and Recreation activities.  It was noted that past practice has been for nonresidents to serve on boards and commissions, and that the Library Board, Mary MacDonald Building Committee and the Cable TV Advisory Board have non-City residents on them.  Motion by Johnson, second DeRosier to allow for non-City residents to serve on City boards and commissions, except where restricted by State Statute.  MOTION CARRIED.   

Claims –  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve payment of $89,333.98 paid claims and $158,626.19 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.

Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to adjourn at 7:26 p.m.  MOTION CARRIED.
