Campground Presentation – It was noted that the Minnesota Senate Capital Investment Committee has invited the City to make a presentation about the campground at their meeting at Split Rock Lighthouse on September 16 at 10:00 a.m.

Special Meeting – The Council reviewed the DEED grant agreement for the contamination investigation and RAP development of the former Spur gas station, on the corner of Highway 61 and Outer Drive, and reviewed the timeline that the owners of this project have presented to the City.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to hold a special Council meeting on August 21, 2015 at 12:30 p.m. to review and take action on the DEED Contamination Investigation and RAP Grant Agreement and a Funding Agreement for the former Spur Gas Station.

Conditional Use Permit, Billboard Sign – The Council reviewed a land use permit, a conditional use permit, drawings of the billboard and map location, Resolution 2014-38, the deed to the property, a DOT advertising devise permit application, and the minutes of the August 12, 2015 Planning and Zoning Commission public hearing and meeting.  It was noted that the Commission recommends approval of this conditional use permit for the following reasons:  the sign meets the criteria for the DOT highway billboard sign standards, the size of the sign is consistent with other highway billboard signs, the size of the sign is larger than may be allowed for by other signs in the Eco-Park because it is a sign that advertises the community and/or multiple businesses and not a sign that just advertises one business or lot within the Eco-Park, that this billboard will enhance the economy of the community as a whole, and that the height of the sign addresses line-of-sight highway safety concerns.  It was noted that the City had a sign on Highway 61 in the Eco-Park, at a different location, until the DOT removed it for a highway reconstruction project, and that SBATA will lease the sign from the City.  Motion by DeRosier, second Perfetto to approve Resolution 2015-29, authorizing a conditional use permit to the City of Silver Bay.
