Agenda –  Resolution 2016-40 was added to administrator and Resolution 2016-41 was added to attorney.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consent Agenda – Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve the minutes of the August 15 budget workshop and regular Council meeting, the August 23 special Council meeting, and the June 2016 Treasurer’s Report.  MOTION CARRIED.
Public Presentation

Lake County, Horn Boulevard Project – Foster presented a map of county roads and state aid roads within the City, information about the County Horn Boulevard Project, and it was noted that this boulevard, between Outer Drive and Edison Blvd., is a state aid road.  It was noted that the County plans to do this project in 2017.  There was discussion about the City water and sewer lines on this boulevard.  Foster and the Council reviewed the process and timeline of this project.

Age to Age Community Program – The Council reviewed information about this Northland Foundation funded program, and discussed City representation in this program, and the Mayor indicated that he would represent the City on this program.

It was noted that this is a 10-year agreement, that there is a 3% franchise fee, and a new $.50 PEG fee that goes to equipment needs to the public access channel.  There was discussion about the bond amount in this agreement, and there was a consensus to leave the bond amount the same. RESOLUTION 2016-39 WAS ADOPTED      4 aye, 0 nay, 1 absent
Dearborn Land Investment, Dollar General – The Council reviewed a proposal from Dearborn Land Investment about purchasing land in the eco-park for a Dollar General store.  There was discussion about a recent proposal to purchase land in the eco-park for a Dollar General store, the permitting and approval process for such a proposal, the restricted use clause that this proposal requires, and the Council’s action on May 16, 2016 regarding this issue.  The Council discussed the reasons why they were not in favor of a restrictive use clause.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to not move forward with the proposal presented by Dearborn Land Investment for a property purchase in the eco-park, due to the proposed restrictive use clause.  MOTION CARRIED.   

Fire Relief Pension Multiplier – The Council reviewed a request from the Fire Relief Association requesting to set the annual pension multiplier to $1,800, and it was noted that this is $100 less than the current amount.  Per Fire Dept. issues policy, this issue must be presented at one Council meeting before it is acted upon and have a full board.  Motion by Goutermont second Perfetto to table the Fire Relief Pension Multiplier to the next regular Council meeting.  MOTION CARRIED.

Library Air Conditioning – The Council reviewed the discussion from the August 23 meeting, and it was noted that not all proposals have been received, and that there are questions about installation requirements and what work is needed to connect an air conditioning unit to the existing system.  This issue was tabled.
Liquor Store Pull Tabs – The Council reviewed a proposal from the Isabella Community Council (ICC) to sell pull tabs at the Liquor Store, and it was noted that there would be a machine that dispenses the pull tabs that would be monitored and maintained by ICC, that the City would set up an account similar to the State Lottery sales account to make immediate pay outs and would be reimbursed by ICC, and that the City would retain 20% of the profits.  The Council also reviewed a gambling premises permit application and a lease for lawful gambling activity.  The Liquor Control Commission recommends approval of this agreement.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve to approve the gambling premises permit application and the lease for lawful gambling activity to allow Isabella Community Council to sell pull tabs at the municipal liquor store.  
MOTION CARRIED.

Marina Manager Training – The Council reviewed this training and noted that up to $1,500 of funding for it is included in the Marina agreement with the MN DNR.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve to send the Marina manager to the Docks Expo in St. Charles Missouri on November 30-December 2, for $90, plus 3 nights hotel at $129 per night plus tax, flight expenses, taxi fees, and regular meals and mileage.  
MOTION CARRIED.

Resolution 2016-40 – The Council reviewed the discussion and action from the August 23 meeting, regarding the Mary MacDonald roofing project and financing of this project.  Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve Resolution 2016-40, authorizing the issuance, sale and delivery of a $350,000 taxable revenue note, series 2016a, from The Lake Bank.

Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve for Principal Joe Nicklay to serve as the Lake Superior School representative on the Parks and Recreation Board.  MOTION CARRIED.

Claims –  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to approve payment of $187,307.66 paid claims, and $139,654.93 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
