Agenda –  Training was added to administrator.  Motion by Hoff, second Perfetto to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consent Agenda – Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to approve the minutes of the August 17, 2015 budget workshop and regular Council meeting, the August 31, 2015 special meeting, and the June 2015 Treasurer’s report.  MOTION CARRIED.
Petitions, Requests and Communications 
Farm to School Showcase – The council reviewed an invitation to the USDA Farm to School Showcase that will be in the City on September 11.  Perfetto and Goutermont will plan to attend.
Donation Request – The Council reviewed a request for funds for a Veteran’s Rock that will be placed in Finland, MN.  The Council reviewed the donations policy, and noted this donation would create issues with the audit.  There was a consensus to deny this request.

Resolution 2015-30 – The Governor has called a special election to fill the State House District 3A seat that was vacated upon the death of David Dill.  It was noted that the election expenses are not in the 2015 budget.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve Resolution 2015-30, approving election judges for the special primary election on September 29, 2015 and the special election on December 8, 2015 and the rate of pay of $9.00/hour.

RESOLUTION 2015-30  WAS ADOPTED      5 aye, 0 nay

Water and Sewer Training – Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve for Jason Roswold to attend the Land Application of Biosolids refresher course on October 14-15 in Mankato, for $200, two nights hotel stay at $83 per night plus tax, and regular meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED.
Resolution 2015-31 – It was noted that the computer system at the wastewater plant is no longer working, and that the Windows XP system is becoming obsolete and all three water / wastewater computers need to be replaced.  The PUC recommends approval of an estimate from Honeywell for $19,775. Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to approve Resolution 2015-31, authorizing to amend a contract with Honeywell for the water and wastewater treatment facility upgrade of S9000 process controllers to HC900controllers, as proposed.

RESOLUTION 2015-31  WAS ADOPTED      5 aye, 0 nay

Police Department Position – The Personnel Committee is recommending making a conditional offer to Andrew Leibel, who was the top candidate of the eligibility list of candidates that was previously interviewed.  Frericks spoke about the interviews that were conducted.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to make a conditional offer to Andrew Leibel for the position of full time patrol officer, pending successful completion of a background check, and both a physical and psychological examinations, and that his effective hire date will be upon the successful completion of the conditions at his starting rate of pay would 80% of the Full Time Patrolman rate.  MOTION CARRIED.
ReUnion Hall Custodial Contract – The Liquor Control Commission recommends approval of a contract with Juel Salveson for custodial services at the ReUnion Hall.  It was noted that no custodial contract is currently in place.  Motion by Hoff, second DeRosier to approve a contract with Juel Salveson for custodial services at the ReUnion Hall.  MOTION CARRIED.  

ReUnion Hall Rental Form and Fees – The Liquor Control Commission recommends approval of a new fee schedule and rental form for the ReUnion Hall.  It was noted that custodial and Police fees go to those providing these services.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve the fee schedule and rental form for rental of the ReUnion Hall, effective September 9, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.
Application for Strong Beer and Liquor License – The Liquor Control Commission recommends approval of an application for a strong beer and wine license from Northwoods Family Grille.  It was noted that a special election in 1983 approved for the City to issue this type of license to establishments that serve food.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve a strong beer and wine license application from Northwoods Family Grille.  MOTION CARRIED.
Fire Relief Pension Multiplier – The Council reviewed a memo from the Fire Relief Association recommending that the pension multiplier rate be set at $1,900, which is unchanged from the previous year.  It was noted that this request does not require a contribution from the City.  It was further noted that DeRosier, Hoff and Goutermont serve on the Fire Department and are members who receive this financial benefit.  There was discussion about conflict of interest, and whether or not Fire Dept. members can or should vote on this and other Fire Dept. issues.  DeRosier noted that the pension multiplier is recommended by the Fire Relief Association, and he further recommended that all issues regarding the Fire Dept. receive a unanimous vote for passage.  Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to approve the Fire Relief Pension Multiplier of $1,900 for September 1, 2015 until August 31, 2016.  Goutermont and DeRosier voted aye, Johnson and Perfetto voted nay and Hoff abstained.  MOTION DID NOT PASS.   
Training – Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve for Jerry LaVigne to attend the MRWA Operator Equipment Expo in Waconia on September 23, for $125, plus one night hotel for $89 plus tax, and regular mileage and meals.  MOTION CARRIED.
City Attorney – No other business was presented by the attorney.
OLD BUSINESS – No other old business was presented.
NEW BUSINESS – No other new business was presented.
Claims –  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve payment of $164,450.83 paid claims and $141,939.08  in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
