Consent Agenda – Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve the minutes of the September 8, 2015 budget workshop and regular Council meeting.  MOTION CARRIED.
Petitions, Requests and Communications 
New Fire Engine – The new Fire Engine arrived earlier on this date.  The Council thanked FEMA and Minnesota Energy for their grants for this project.
Senate Capital Investment Committee Presentation – The Council reviewed the presentation about funding for the black beach campground, Rec. area campground, and Mary MacDonald Center, that was given to the Senate Capital Investment Committee on September 16.  The Council thanked Fralich and Jeremy Kasapidis for their work on this presentation.
City Administrator
Training for Officer Starkovich – The Police Chief recommends this training for Officer Starkovich.  It was noted that this training is not available on-line.  Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to approve for Officer Starkovich to attend the Field Training Officer training on October 13-15 in Minneapolis, for $295, three nights hotel stay at $72 per night plus tax, and regular meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED.

Prairie Fire Theater Contract – The Parks and Recreation Board recommends approval of this contract.  There was discussion about the grant funding from the Duluth Superior Area Foundation.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve the contract for the Prairie Fire Theater production of Cinderella on August 7-13, 2016, for $2,400.  MOTION CARRIED.
Resolution 2015-32 – The City has been notified that the DEED grant for $20,440 has been awarded.  The attorney has reviewed, and the EDA recommends its approval.  It was noted that the City is only a pass through agent for this grant, and there will be no expense to the City.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to approve Resolution 2015-32,  authorizing to accept funds and enter into a grant agreement with the MN Dept. of Emp0loyment and Economic Development business and community development division for the contamination investigation and RAP development program for Northwoods Express property at 42 Outer Drive.

Resignation, Chuck Rathbone – The Council reviewed the minutes of the September 9 Planning and Zoning Commission meeting, in which Rathbone resigned, because of health issues.  The Council thanked Rathbone for his 10 years of service on the Commission.

Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to accept the resignation of Charles Rathbone from the Planning and Zoning Commission.  MOTION CARRIED.

Appointment, Phil Popehn – The Council reviewed an application from Phil Popehn, who owns property at 24 Adams, for the open position on the EDA, and noted that the EDA recommends approval of this application.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to appoint Phil Popehn to the EDA.  MOTION CARRIED.  It was noted that there are open positions on other boards and commissions, and the public was encouraged to participate.
Claims –  There was discussion about one item on the paid claims list.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve payment of $297,644.50 paid claims and $66,166.40 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
