Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.
Agenda – Proclamation was added to the agenda.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consent Agenda – Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the minutes of the October 5 regular Council meeting, October 9 special Council meeting and the July 2015 Treasurer’s Report.  MOTION CARRIED.
Swearing in of Police Officer, Andrew Leibel – The Mayor administered the oath of office to Officer Andrew Leibel, and Chief Frericks presented him with his badge.
Proclamation – Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to proclaim October 19, 2015 as John Fredrickson Dedication Day, for his 24 years of service as Fire Chief, and to name the new 2015 fire engine “Big John”.  MOTION CARRIED.

The meeting recessed at 7:08 p.m. and the Council went to the Fire Hall to present the proclamation.  The meeting reconvened at City Hall at 7:20 p.m.
Petitions, Requests and Communications 
RAMS Ballot – The Council reviewed a ballot from RAMS regarding changes to their bylaws as recommended by Councilor Perfetto who serves as the City representative and Chairs the RAMS Board.  There was discussion about the role of RAMS, and the Mayor acknowledged the work of former director, Ron Dicklich.  Motion by Hoff, second DeRosier to vote for the recommended changes to the bylaws of the Range Association of Municipalities and Schools.  MOTION CARRIED.   
Minnesota 21st Century Community Center Learning Center Letter – The Council reviewed a letter in support of this program, as requested by the community education department of the Lake County Schools.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to give support to the Minnesota 21st Century Community Center Learning Center program.  MOTION CARRIED.

2016 Marina Slip and Building Rental Rates – The Parks and Recreation Board recommends approval of the 2016 Marina rates.  There was discussion about the Marina budget and the slip rates.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve the 2016 Marina Slip Rates.  
MOTION CARRIED.
City Hall Closing – Fralich reported that the Administrative staff is requesting that City Hall be closed on November 27, the day after Thanksgiving.  It was noted that staff members will be required to use floating holiday, comp. time and/or vacation time on this day, and that no overtime will be used.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve for City Hall to be closed on Friday, November 27, 2015. MOTION CARRIED.
Part-Time Seasonal Employees – The Park and Recreation Director recommends hiring Nick Perfetto and Kayla Klofstad for part-time seasonal positions at the arena.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to hire Nick Perfetto and Kayla Klofstad at the rate of $7.40 as part-time seasonal employees to the Parks and Recreation Department, effective October 25.  
MOTION CARRIED.
Resolution 2015-37 – It was noted that the City has submitted a grant application to the Minnesota Amateur Sports Commission Mighty Ducks Program for half of the cost of a new electric ice resurfacing machine, that the County has committed for 25% of the cost of this project, and that the Blue Line Club has committed for up to 25% of the cost.  There was discussion about regulations for air quality in the arena, other possible funding sources, arena funding from the City and County and the School lease, County aid for the Silver Bay arena and the Two Harbors arena, and possible future funding from the County for City projects.  Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to approve Resolution 2015- 37 authorizing to make application to and accept funds from the Minnesota Amateur Sports Commission Mighty Ducks Ice Arena Grant Program for the purchase of a zero-emission electric ice resurfacer for the Rukavina Arena.

It was noted that the high pressure water main will be shut off for 12 to 48 hours to install the new line, and a notice to conserve water will be sent to the public.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve Resolution 2015-39, amending of contract to Northland Constructors of Duluth for the Highway 61 high pressure water main improvement project.

It was noted that water service to the AmericInn will be shut off during the change to the new water line, and the engineer and Public Utilities Superintendent recommend that the most cost effective solution is to compensate this business for lost revenue.  The Council reviewed a letter from AmericInn requesting $1,735 for lost business on October 26.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve compensation of $1,735 to the AmericInn, from the Water Dept. funds, for compensation for lost revenue due on October 26, 2015, due to the water shut off.
