RAMS Executive Director – Steve Giorgi gave an overview of the Range Association of Municipalities and Schools, and the legislative issues that they are addressing. 
Public Comment on 2016 Budget and Levy – There was no public in attendance related to the budget and levy, and no written comments were received.  There was discussion about the idling of Northshore Mining and the proposed tax levy increase, and the need to hold a budget workshop for a possible revision of the budget and levy.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to hold a budget workshop at City Hall on December 14 at 5:00 p.m., and to hold a special Council meeting, to follow the budget workshop, for the purpose of discussing and taking action on Resolution 2015-#42 2016 Budget, Resolution 2015-#43 2016 Levy, Water Department Contract Amendments, and Attorney Conflict of Interest.  MOTION CARRIED.

Airport Hangar #1 Lease – It was noted that Tim Bjella has sold his plane to Jeremiah Mitchell who wishes to take over the hangar space, and it was noted that there was one month remaining on Bjella’s lease.  There was discussion about hangar leases, and it was noted that all hangars are being leased.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve a lease agreement with Jeremiah Mitchell for Hangar #1, effective from December 1, 2015 until December 31, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED.
Surplus Items – It was noted that certain surplus items have not sold.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to change the minimum bid for the FMC 1250 Fire Pumper Truck to $500, 1999 Ford Ranger Pickup to $50, 1993 Chevy S-10 Pickup to $50 and no minimum bid for Cafeteria Tables, and to dispose of these items if they do not sell.  MOTION CARRIED.

Minneapolis Boat Show –  The Parks and Recreation Board recommends sending the Marina Manager to this boat show.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve for the Marina Manager to attend the boat show in Minneapolis, on January 20-24, for 4 night hotel stay at $95/night + tax, plus regular meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED.
Resolution 2015-#45 Mighty Ducks Grant–  It was noted that the Parks and Recreation board recommends approval of a grant agreement for the purchase of a new electric powered ice resurfacer, and that Lake County and the Blue Line Club will contribute matching dollars. Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve Resolution 2015-#45, authorizing to execute a grant agreement from the MN Amateur Sports Commission Mighty Ducks Ice Arena Grant Program, for the purchase of an electric powered ice resurfacer, for the amount of $72,000.

Fire Department Officers – DeRosier reviewed the issue of conflict of interest for himself, Hoff and Goutermont serving on both the Fire Dept. and the Council, the effect of a quorum of the council serving in this capacity, the appearance of impropriety, and made a proposal to require all Fire Dept. issues to be passed by a unanimous vote, that no Council member serve as a Fire Dept. or Relief Association officer, and have all Fire Dept. issues addressed at a Council meeting prior to any decision being made.  Goutermont further discussed posting the Fire Department Meetings.  Hoff further discussed the challenges of small towns and the need to support the Fire Department. Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to adopt a Council members and Fire Dept. members’ policy, as presented.  MOTION CARRIED BY UNANIMOUS VOTE.  The Council reviewed the recommendation from the Fire Department for the 2015 officers.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to appoint Mike Rowlee, Jr. as Fire Chief, Faron Meeks as 1st Assistant, Ward Danielson as 2nd Assistant, and Rick Goutermont as Captain of the Fire Department.  MOTION CARRIED BY UNANIMOUS VOTE.  

Police Policies – MN P.O.S.T. Board conducted an audit of the Police Department and recommended updating the following policies.  It was noted that these policies are the P.O.S.T. suggested policies, and there was discussion about the officer’s role in predatory offender registration and community notification.
