Cigarette / Beer License Renewals – Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to issue Cigarette Licenses to Bri-Esa’s Convenience Store, Zupancich Brothers, Inc., and Silver Bay Municipal Liquor Store; to issue on-sale beer and wine licenses to Northwoods Family Grille; to issue beer on-sale licenses to Silver Bowl, Silver Bay Golf Course and Northwoods Family Grille; to issue on-sale and off-sale, Monday through Saturday, liquor license to Silver Bay Municipal Lounge;  to issue on-sale, Monday through Saturday, liquor license to the Reunion Hall; and to issue on-sale Sunday liquor license to Silver Bay Municipal Lounge.  MOTION CARRIED.
2017 Water and Sewer Rates – The Council reviewed the Public Utilities budget and upcoming projects, and there was a consensus to not increase the rates in 2017, and revisit this subject when there is more information about the upcoming projects.  Motion by Goutermont, second Hoff to not change the current water and sewer rates, for the period of one year, beginning January 1, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED.

Renewal Application for Liquor License – The Liquor Store Manager recommends approval of an optional 2:00 a.m. Liquor License, as this option has been used throughout the year.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve an optional 2:00 a.m. Liquor License for the Municipal Liquor Store.  MOTION CARRIED.

DARE Training – The Council reviewed training for Officer McGrath to become the new DARE Officer for the City, and it was noted that the School District will pay $3,100 annually for this service.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve for Officer McGrath to attend the DARE training in St. Paul on January 23 through February 3 for $1,250 plus 10 night hotel stay for $90 a night plus tax, plus regular meals and mileage.  MOTION CARRIED.

2016 Council Meeting dates and Holidays – The Council reviewed the list of 2017 City Council meeting dates and holidays.  The 2016 City Council meetings will be held on January 3, January 17, February 6, February 21, March 6, March 20, April 3, April 17, May 1, May 15, June 5, June 19, July 3, July 17, August 7, August 21, September 5, September 18, October 2, October 16, November 6, November 20, December 4 and December 18 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall. Attorney Contract – The Council reviewed an updated contract with Costley and Morris for legal services, and it was noted that the hourly rate above the retainer amount is $150, and that Tim Costley will be City Attorney, with Pete Morris also providing legal services.  The Council thanked Morris for his 22 years as assistant City attorney and 8 years as City attorney.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve an updated contract with Costley and Morris P.C. for legal services.  MOTION CARRIED.

OLD BUSINESS – No old business was presented.

Commission Resignation – The Council reviewed a letter of resignation from Marie Frey.  The Council thanked Frey for her 13 years on the Public Works Commission and her 36 years on the Cable TV Advisory Board.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to accept the resignation of Marie Frey from the Public Works Commission and the Cable TV Advisory Board.  MOTION CARRIED.
2016 Year in Review – The Council reviewed the major events from 2016, which included the reelection of Mayor Johnson and Councilors Perfetto and Goutermont, the fiber optic project in the City buildings, the purchase of the Zamboni ice resurfacer, improvements to the Black Beach park, work on the revised City Code, new flooring in the ReUnion Hall, remodeling of the Golf Course club house, roof replacement at the Mary MacDonald building, and the wastewater tertiary project.  It was noted that former Mayor Bob Kind passed away in 2016.  The Council thanked all the employees, volunteers and residents who have helped the City government in the past year.  
Claims –  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve payment of $42,382.13 paid claims, and $42,859.75 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
