Lake County Lease Renewal – The Mary MacDonald Building Committee recommends approval of this lease renewal.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve the five year lease renewal agreement with Lake County.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Dilly Dally Shop Lease Renewal – The Mary MacDonald Building Committee recommends approval of this lease renewal.  Motion by Goutermont, second DeRosier to approve the five year lease renewal agreement with the Dilly Dally Shop.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Bay Area Vineyard Church Lease Renewals – There was discussion about the future need for more room and possible expansion plans for Wilderness Products and how that would affect Bay Area Vineyard Church.  The Mary MacDonald Building Committee recommends approval of this lease renewal. Mary MacDonald Boiler Repairs – A recent boiler inspection requires the replacement of the tubes in the boiler.  The Council reviewed two bids for this project, and noted that the Mary MacDonald building committee recommends awarding the bid to General Heating and Mechanical.  Motion by Hoff, second Goutermont to approve the bid for $11,500 from General Heating and Mechanical for boiler tube replacement at the Mary MacDonald Center.

Airport Hangar Renewals – Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve two year airport hangar lease renewal agreements with Terry Olson, Greg Sutton, Anthony Kramer, Tom and Julaine Setter and Steven Carpenter and Deborah Kaede-Carpenter.  MOTION CARRIED.

City Hall and Liquor Store Custodial Services Renewals –  It was noted that there were no other changes from the previous year’s contract.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier to approve the 2016 contracts with Jones Cleaning Services for custodial services at the Liquor Store and City Hall.  MOTION CARRIED.

Fire Department Custodial Services Renewals –  It was noted that the Fire Dept. will be doing its own custodial services.  The Council thanked Bill Ylatupa for his years of service. 
Building Official Contract Renewal –  It was noted that there were no changes from the previous year’s contract.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve the 2016 contract with Gary Thompson for Building Official.  MOTION CARRIED.

Fire Administrator Contract Renewal –  It was noted that there were no changes from the previous year’s contract.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve the 2016 contract with Mike Rowlee, Jr. for Fire Administrator.  MOTION CARRIED.
Airport Crop Harvest Agreement Renewal –  It was noted that there were no changes from the previous year’s contract.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve the 2016 contract with Bonnie Warner for crop harvesting at the airport.  MOTION CARRIED.

2016 Council Meeting dates and Holidays – The Council reviewed the list of 2016 City Council meeting dates and holidays.  The 2016 City Council meetings will be held on January 4, January 19, February 1, February 16, March 7, March 21, April 4, April 18, May 2, May 16,

City Attorney – No other business was presented by the attorney.
OLD BUSINESS 
Letter from Councilor Perfetto – The Council reviewed the discussion from October 5.  It was noted that the majority of the boards and commissions have reviewed this subject, and all have recommended continuing with their board or commission.  No action was taken.
NEW BUSINESS 
Resignation of Greg Marquardt – The Council reviewed the resignation of Greg Marquardt from the fire department, and thanked him for his 29 years of service.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to accept the resignation of Greg Marquardt from the Fire Department.  MOTION CARRIED.
Board / Commission Reappointments – The Council thanked all of the volunteer board and commission members.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to reappoint Clarence Roeben to the Public Utilities Commission; Steve VanHouse to the Planning and Zoning Commission, Parks and Recreation Board and the Mary MacDonald Building Committee; Terry Miller and Marcia Beachem to the Library Board; Seth Thun to the Eco-Park Advisory Board; Tom Peterson to the Public Works Commission; and JT Starkovich to the Economic Development Authority.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Liquor Commission Appointments – The Council reviewed an application from Lisa DeRosier to serve on this commission.  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to appoint Lisa DeRosier to the Liquor Control Commission.  MOTION CARRIED.  The board reviewed an application from Phil Popehn for this commission, and City Code 230.09, and it was noted that this Code section required residency for members of this commission, and that Popehn is not a legal resident, although he does own a home in the City.  There was a consensus to keep the residency requirement, and thank Popehn for his willingness to serve.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to deny the application from Phil Popehn to serve on the Liquor Control Commission, due to the residency requirement.  MOTION CARRIED.    
2015 Year in Review –  Fralich reviewed the major events of 2015, which included, but not limited to:  election of Mayor Johnson and Councilors Hoff and DeRosier, hiring of police officers Alex McGrath, Andy Leibel and Jack Deitz, the opening of Black Beach to the public, the new Fire Engine, a purchase agreement with Dollar General for a lot in the Eco-Park, completion of the Comprehensive and Capital Plan, the Water Department projects, Bay Days event, and the varsity football team going to the State tournament.  Thanks was given to all of the volunteers on each of the City Boards and Commissions, to the Administrator and the Department heads, to each City employee, and to the citizens for their support of the City.
Claims –  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve payment of $58,763.87 paid claims and $150,110.54 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.
