Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Agenda –  Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the agenda as presented.  MOTION CARRIED.
Consent Agenda – Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve the minutes of the November 21 public hearing and regular meeting.  MOTION CARRIED.
Public Comment on 2017 Budget and Levy – Mayor Johnson summarized the 2017 budget, the 9.9% levy increase, reductions in taconite production taxes, union negotiations, and the use of reserves to cover capital expenditures on City buildings. The administrator reviewed property valuation and taxes, which is calculated by Lake County.  Stadler, Moe, Tuorila, Fergon and the Browns commented on their tax statements and the increased valuation and taxes on their individual properties.  It was noted that the City does not set the property valuation or set the tax amount for each property.  The Council reviewed one e-mail about the budget and levy. 
Petitions, Requests and Communications 
Donation to Police and Fire Departments – The Council thanked Gary and Vicky Stevens for a donation to both the Fire and Police departments.

City Administrator 
Union Negotiations – The meeting went into a closed session from 7:27 p.m. until 8:05   p.m. to discuss union negotiations.  Hoff left at 7:37 p.m., due to previous engagement.   The Mayor reviewed the union negotiations and discussion from the closed session. 
Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve the final agreements that included a $.35 per year wage increase, a $50 per year insurance cap increase with no additional language, a $.10 increase in both afternoon and night shift differential, and other miscellaneous language changes with the AFL-CIO 49ers Union, and move forward with preparing the final 3-year contract.  Johnson, Perfetto and Goutermont voted aye, DeRosier voted nay.  MOTION CARRIED.   
Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to approve the final agreements that included a $.35 per year wage increase, a $50 per year insurance cap increase with no additional language, a $.10 increase in both afternoon and night shift differential, an adjustment to floating holiday, and other miscellaneous language changes with the Teamsters Union, and move forward with preparing the final 3-year contract.  Johnson, Perfetto and Goutermont voted aye, DeRosier voted nay.  MOTION CARRIED. 
Insurance Liability Waiver – The Council reviewed the Insurance Liability Coverage Waiver Form, and it was noted that in the past the Council has not waived the monetary limits on tort liability.  Motion by DeRosier, second Goutermont to not waive the monetary limits on tort liability.  MOTION CARRIED.
Budget Workshop – There was discussion about final review of the 2017 budget now that public comments have been heard, union negotiations completed, and new information relating to improvements that are needed at the golf course in order to maintain insurance.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to hold a budget workshop at City Hall on December 12 at 6:00 p.m.  MOTION CARRIED.
City Attorney – No other business was presented by the attorney.

OLD BUSINESS 
County Land Sale – The Council reviewed discussion from the November 21 meeting and an e-mail from Lake County regarding a potential sale of land along Penn Avenue.  

It was noted that an ATV trail is on this property, and it was noted that if the City obtained this land at no cost, it would need to be used for public purposes.  There was discussion about possible uses for this property.  There was a consensus to not acquire this property.
NEW BUSINESS 
Fire Department Resignation – The Council reviewed a resignation from Jody Reineccius from the Fire Department, and thanked him for his 21 years of service, and his multiple officer positions.  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to accept the resignation of Jody Reineccius from the Fire Department.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Claims –  Motion by Perfetto, second Goutermont to approve payment of $78,064.16 paid claims, and $301,829.75 in unpaid claims.  MOTION CARRIED.

Motion by Goutermont, second Perfetto to adjourn at 8:20 p.m.  MOTION CARRIED.
