Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.
Agenda –  Part-time Bartenders was added to Administrator and Exchange Day was added to New Business.  Motion by Hoff, second DeRosier to approve the agenda as amended.  MOTION CARRIED.
Consent Agenda – Motion by Perfetto, second Hoff to approve the minutes of April 16, 2018 regular Council meeting, the April 19, 2018 special joint meeting with the Economic Development Authority, and the April 30, 2018 Special Council meeting.   
MOTION CARRIED.
Petitions, Requests and Communications
Lake County Environmental Services – Klenz presented information about a County wide recycling survey, through the MN GreenCorp program, including specific information from the City.  There was discussion about getting more information to residents and that Klenz will follow up with John’s Sanitary before sending out a letter.  
Minnesota Opportunity Zone – The Council reviewed information about the Minnesota Opportunity Zone program, which provides tax and business incentives for businesses to invest and develop in these zones, and noted that parts of the City, including the business park, have been included in one of these zones.  
Class B Certification – The Council congratulated Jason Roswold for obtaining his Class B wastewater license, and noted that he already has a Class B water license, so that both he and Mike Miller are licensed to operate the entire water/wastewater system.

City Administrator

Capitol Travel – It was noted that the Mayor and Administrator traveled to St. Paul on May 1 to meet with Legislators at the Capitol regarding funding for the Campground project, and noted that this project is now included in the House Bonding Bill.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to retroactively approve for expenses of $377.49 for lodging and regular meals and mileage for the Mayor’s and Administrator’s trip to St. Paul on May 1, to lobby for funding for the campground project.  MOTION CARRIED.

Seasonal Employment – The Council reviewed a list of employees with starting wages to fill the seasonal employment positions that is recommended by the department heads.  It was noted that the date of hire for each individual to be determined by the department heads.  Motion by DeRosier, second Hoff to approve the seasonal employment hiring list at wages indicated, pending background checks for each employee.  MOTION CARRIED.
Bay Days Fireworks Display – The Council reviewed a request from the Bay Days Committee for the City to sponsor a fireworks display on July 13.  It was noted that there will be no cost to the City, that the Fire Dept. will set off the fireworks, as they do at the July 4th event, and that the City’s insurance agent and has recommended support.  Motion by Perfetto, second DeRosier for the City to sponsor a fireworks display at the 2018 Bay Days event on July 13, with the expense to be reimbursed by the Bay Days Committee.  MOTION CARRIED.

Resolution 2018-22 – Engineering Proposal Amendment – The Council reviewed an amendment to the engineering proposal for renovation to the City Hall, and noted that an HVAC system was added to the proposal, because the current system became nonoperational, and other changes relating to lighting and interior finishes needed to be completed as a result of the improvements to the building.  It was noted that there are no changes to Street Department roof and wall project.  There was further discussion about the need for these changes, the high cost of engineering fees, the potential for changing the roof type, and putting other items on alternate bids.  Motion by DeRosier, second Perfetto to approve Resolution 2018-22, authorizing to amend a contract with CR-Building Performance Specialists, Inc. though Bolton and Menk Inc. for engineering services for the City Hall roofing project, and the Street Department roofing and wall repair project.
