Common Rules to Remember

(MSF/ASA Rules Enforced)

         Players must be on the roster and have played in four (4) league games to be eligible for league 

playoffs.  Players can be picked up after July 1 for league.  Players can play for one (1) team only in Silver 

Bay league.

         Need eight (8) players from your roster on the field to play a game.  You can then pick up two (2) 

players outside your roster who must catch or play right field and bat last.  (Only during regular league 

games.)  If a ninth (9
th
) or tenth (10

th
) rostered player arrives, he shall replace to pickup player(s).

         Extra player (E.P.):  This player is an eleventh (11
th
) batter and may play any time during the game.  An 

         There shall be no consumption of alcoholic beverages on the ball fields.  Please, no glass and clean-up 

dugouts.

         A game which is suspended due to inclement weather, or any other reason, shall be resumed from the 

exact point of suspension if five (5) complete innings have not been played.

         A 12-run rule shall be in effect for play after five (5) complete innings second game will be a 5 inning 

game of double header.

         Any metal spikes or spikes with removable cleats are illegal.

         We will use a 3-2 ball and strike count.  Third strike must be fair and second strike must be a foul ball or 

you are out.

         Sliding is not mandatory, but you can’t run anyone over.  You must get out of the way if you don’t slide.

         Rain outs will be decided by 4:00 p.m.  Call the arena (226-4214) after 4:00 p.m.  Once the game 

begins, the umpire is responsible for raining the game out. 

         Softballs can be purchased by teams at $5.00/ball for tournaments.

         First team on schedule will be home team and will provide the game ball.  (If a ball is missing, a new 

ball must be arranged for or a forfeit is called.)

         Cancellation procedure:  Teams must notify Parks and Recreation Department (Mike Guzzo, 226-4214) 

twenty-four (24) hours prior to scheduled game time and also notify opposing team or forfeit penalty will be 

enforced.

         Home Run Rule:  Four (4) untouched fair balls hit over the fence allowed per game.  Fair balls hit over 

the fence in excess of the limit is an out.  Players do not have to touch bases on fair balls hit over the fence 

(walk off home runs).

         Forfeit penalty is $25.00 per game.
