VanHouse called the Public Hearing for 36 Gibson Rd to order at 4:00 P.M.
VanHouse reported on the process of the Public Hearings. 
Vincent Iozzo submitted a completed home use occupation permit for his residential property at 36 Gibson Road.  He is requesting to use his garage/storage shed for a small engine repair shop.  VanHouse opened the meeting up for public comment.  
Thompson reported on his history of the Zoning Code and why the requirements are set in place for safety reasons.  He reported that there are regulations written in the code that prohibit excess automobiles parked around residential areas and City streets, this was further discussed by the Committee.  Thompson added that he’s seen a lot of home use occupation requests and suggests it is time to relook at the ordinances and update where needed.  
The City received a letter from Jeremy Tedrick who has expressed his concern with allowing the approval of this application, due to interference with his already existing similar business.   

The City received an email from Michael Giuliano expressing his support for the home use occupation permit.  
The City received a phone call and email from David Perfetto who expressed his concern with approval of this application, due to previous and unprofessional business interactions with Vincent Iozzo.   

French questioned if there were any comments from the Street Superintendent.  No comments have been received.

The Commission further reviewed the Home Use Occupation permit application, there was discussion on denying the application due to the definition of a “hobby garage” and “light auto” being too imprecise to allow the Planning and Zoning Commission to make a determination on whether what was being proposed would be compatible with the residential neighborhood.  There was further discussion on applicant not in attendance at the meeting to ask questions, no alteration of the application can be made, and that the applicant would need to reapply. Motion by French, second LeBlanc to deny the Home Use Occupation Permit at 36 Gibson Rd. because the definition of “hobby garage” and “light auto” listed on the Home Use Application is imprecise and the council cannot determine whether it is compatible with the residential neighborhood.
