VanHouse stated the reason for voting in favor of the Conditional Use permit is that the Black Beach Mini Golf falls within the City’s Comprehensive Plan and the recreational plans that are in the Business Park with the campground, Black Beach Park, the AmericInn, the Adventure Park nearby and with the insight the city has for the future of the Business Park.  It’ll be a positive for that area.

LeBlanc agrees with everything VanHouse stated and added it falls within the Zoning.  He reported there was a joint meeting between the Planning and Zoning Commission, Economic Development Authority, and Council where they discussed the Business Park and this business opportunity and everyone was in favor of it. Everyone did their due diligence to make a decision.

Johnson agrees with everything VanHouse and LeBlanc stated.  It fits well with the green space and gives people something to do when staying at the AmericInn or the campground and those visiting the lake and this area.

DeRosier agrees with everything VanHouse, LeBlanc, and Johnson stated.  The joint meeting was unanimous in favor of the business.  This business fits within the Comprehensive Plan, zoning, and the atmosphere of what the City is trying to attract.

The City Attorney reported on the purpose of the Conditional Use permit being a requirement of the Business Park under 1210.13.  The main finding from the Commission is the proposed business is consistent of what the City wants to see in the Business Park.
VanHouse reported to Klemmer that the Planning and Zoning Commission will recommend to Council to approve the Conditional Use permit at the March 15th Regular Council meeting and encouraged Klemmer be in attendance to answer any questions Council may have.
