VanHouse called the meeting to order at 4:02 p.m.
Agenda – Motion by LeBlanc, second DeRosier to approve the Agenda as presented.  MOTION CARRIED.
Minutes – Motion by LeBlanc, second Johnson to approve the minutes from the March 3rd, 2021 Public Hearing and Regular meeting minutes.  MOTION CARRIED.
Zoning Administrators Report – Thompson reported on the recent Land Use and Building Permit applications.
Communications – None to discuss.
OLD BUSINESS
Home Use Occupation - 36 Gibson Road – A Public Hearing was held on February 3rd, 2021.  The applicant was not in attendance; therefore, the Commission denied his request. Iozzo requested to be heard and answer any questions regarding his proposed Home Use Occupation business.  The Commission reviewed comments and pictures provided since the Public Hearing with concerns of a business being run out of the garage without a permit. The Commission asked what he means by “Hobby Garage/Light Auto”. Iozzo reported that he's in the professional power sport business, he does not have a lift in his garage or adequate space to store vehicles, but would like to complete work by appointment only on any sort of auto work that fit in his garage as a full-time job.  Thompson has concerns of vehicle accumulation on the property. There are concerns of hours of operation listed on the application.  Johnson reported on his previous Home Use Occupation for small engine repair business and his hours of operation Monday – Friday, 9:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m.  DeRosier expressed his concern about the corner lot being so open and the amount of vehicles in the yard and questioned if he would install a fence for more privacy.  Iozzo reported that installing a fence would be feasible if he needs to.  He hopes to find a better location in the future, but right now he’s just trying to start somewhere.  LeBlanc expressed his concern of recreational vehicle accumulation.  Thompson read City Code 1240.07, stating that there should be no evidence of a Home Use Occupation; therefore, it would require fencing to contain the equipment.  VanHouse voiced his concern about the issues that have occurred in the past for similar businesses and the explained the property tax implications.  The City Attorney noted the application was denied and asks Iozzo to waive any claim of the 60-day deadline because the application was denied, but requested reconsideration of the application.  Iozzo waives the right to a 60-day claim and understands this is a reconsideration of the denial.  This item will be reconsidered at the next regular meeting.
Proposed Zoning Codes and Maps – There was discussion of renaming the Business Park District to Lakeview Park Districts and rewriting the code language, renaming the Recreational district to Recreational Corridor District and expanding the district, rewriting the Shopping Center and Highway Business District language, and rezoning Penn Avenue Lake County parcels to an R-2 district, as recommended by the EDA Board. There was discussion on the proposed purposes, permitted uses, allowed uses by a Conditional Use Permit, and district requirements.  Thompson reported on his reasoning’s to keep the Shopping Center Zone separate from the Highway Business Zone.  It was recommended to create a sub-committee to create the revisions of the zoning districts names, codes, and maps.  The sub-committee should consist of members of the Planning and Zoning, Parks and Recreation, Economic Development Authority, City Council, the Economic Development Director with involvement of Northshore Mining representatives and the public.  Drown reported that Lake County GIS department has agreed to generate the zoning maps at no cost.  Motion LeBlanc, second DeRosier recommend to City Council to set up a committee as presented.  MOTION CARRIED.
Code 1210.03 R-1 Setback Revision – Thompson reported that they are not prepared to move forward with this revision.
NEW BUSINESS
Review and Revise Code 1210.13 – The Board agreed that this item will be discussed along with the Proposed Zoning Codes and Maps.  No action was taken.
Fredrickson Division Cul-de-sac – Shelley Fredrickson is requesting to vacate the cul-de-sac at the end of Marks Drive in the Fredrickson Division. Thompson reported the cul-de-sac is needed to safely turn motor vehicles around. There has to be room to turn around emergency vehicles and semi’s.  VanHouse owns property at the end of Marks Drive and has agreed to create the cul-de-sac on his property. Fredrickson and VanHouse will have a survey completed. Once the survey is completed the City Attorney will work with the Examiner of Title to vacate cul-de-sac on the Fredrickson Division and move it to the VanHouse property.
